Welcome. Tonight we have the honor and pleasure of recognizing Travis Helterline, Charlie McFadden, Josh Swiatkowski and Jared Valek for their achievement of the rank of Eagle Scout.
Awarding the Eagle is an important and serious matter. It is the climax and goal toward which this Scout has been working for several years. - It is the culmination of the efforts of the parents and leaders of this Scout. It is an occasion for pride and for joy, but, it is also a time for serious contemplation. Eagle is the highest and most coveted award in all Scouting, and it is the last major step in the advancement program.
Only 5 out of a hundred boys who join Scouts will reach Eagle rank. When most boys enter Scouting they picture themselves as someday becoming Eagle Scouts. But there are many activities clamoring for their attention and the flames of their burning aspirations dim to ashes and flicker away. OATH AND LAW CANDLE CEREMONY
[Dave Langhout]                              
The Oath and Law Candle Ceremony.  We begin with one lighted candle and allow it to embody the principals of the scout oath and law, and, one by one, use its flame to illuminate our understanding of the Spirit of Scouting. 
[Matthew and Dave Langhout are at the lectern]
[Cody lights the green candle and uses it to lite the white candles one by one as he speaks]

Cody:  “A Scout is TRUSTWORTHY”
Matthew:   “A scout tells the truth. He keeps his promises. Honesty is part of his code of conduct.  People can depend on him.”
Cody:  “A Scout is LOYAL"
Matthew:  “A Scout is true to his family, Scout leaders, school, nation and the community of the world.
Cody:   "A Scout is HELPFUL"
Matthew:  “A Scout is concerned about other people. He does things willingly for others without pay or reward.
Cody:   "A Scout is FRIENDLY”
Matthew:  “A Scout is a friend to all. He is a brother to other Scouts, and all other people of the world. He seeks to understand others. He respects those with ideas and customs other than his own.
(Cody hands the green candle to Simon)
Simon:   A Scout is COURTEOUS
Matthew:  “A Scout is polite to everyone. He knows that good manners make it easier for people to get along together.
Simon:   A Scout is KIND
Matthew:  “A Scout understands there is strength in being gentle. He treats others as he wants to be treated. He is not cruel to living things.
Simon:   Scout is OBEDIENT
Matthew:  “A Scout follows the rules of his family, school, and troop. He obeys the laws of community and country. If he thinks these rules and laws are unfair, he tries to have them changed in an orderly manner rather than disobeying them.
Simon:   A Scout is CHEERFUL
Matthew:  “A Scout looks at the bright side of things. He cheerfully does tasks that come his way. He tries to make others happy.
(Simon will hand the green candle to the Tyler)
Tyler:   A Scout is THRIFTY
Matthew:  “A Scout works to pay his way and to help others He saves for the future. He protects and conserves natural resources. He carefully uses his time and property.
Tyler   A Scout is BRAVE
Matthew:  “A Scout can face danger even if he is afraid. He has the courage to stand for what he thinks is right even if others laugh at him or threaten him.
Tyler:   A Scout is CLEAN
Matthew:  “A Scout keeps his body and mind fit and clean. He admires those who believe in living by these same ideals. He helps keep his home and community clean.
Tyler:   A Scout is REVERANT
Matthew:  “A Scout is reverent toward God. He is faithful in his religious duties. He respects the beliefs of others.
Mr. Langhout:  
“The three red candles in the center represents the Scout Oath that every Scout promises.”    
[Each Scout uses the green candle to light 1 red candle as they read their part of the Scout Oath.)

Matthew: 
"The first duty of a Scout is to God, Country, and the Scout Law."
Cody: (1st Red candle is lit while saying) "On my honor, I will do my best to do my duty to God and my Country and to obey the Scout Law"...
Matthew:  
"The second duty of a Scout is to other people."
Simon: (2nd Red candle lit while saying) "On my honor, I will do my best to help other people at all times"...
Matthew::   "The third duty of a Scout is to himself."
Tyler: (3rd Red candle lit while saying) "On my honor, I will do my best to keep myself physically strong, mentally awake, and morally straight"...
