JEREMY:  Good afternoon.  My name is Jeremy Crist and I would like to thank you all for attending today’s Court of Honor as we recognize Hunter, Chase and Cobi for achieving scouting’s highest rank, Eagle Scout.

PASTOR JAMIE:  Invocation

JEREMY:  To show a Scout’s Sprit, he is asked to live his life in accordance with the Scout Oath and Law.  We often use candles such as these in ceremonies to represent the Light of the Scout Spirit, illuminating what is important and to illuminate our understanding of the Spirit of Scouting.

When we recite the Scout Oath, there are three principles, just as there are three points on the fleur-del-lis of our Scout Symbol.  These are represented by the red candles that will be lit one by one.

First, a Scout promises, upon his honor, to do his best, to do his duty to god, and to his Country.

Second, he promises to be helpful to others at all times.

Third, he pledges to himself, to keep physically strong, mentally awake and morally straight.

You see now how the light from the spirit of Scouting has become brighter and stronger, showing us and others the way.

There are twelve parts to the Scout Law, each important and meaningful.

A great American actor, John Wayne, passed away many years ago.  One of his last public appearances was at a dinner to benefit a land purchase for a Scout Reservation called John Wayne Outpost Camp in southern California.  He was riddled with cancer and knew he was close to death.

At this dinner, Mr. Wayne was asked to lead the gathering in the Scout Oath and Law.  Afterward he did something unusual.  He shared with everyone that while the twelve points of the Scout Law are nice words, the trouble is the fact that they are learned so young that Scouts sometimes don’t get all the understanding that goes with them.  He went on to share that, “I took care of that in my family, as each of my boys reached Scout age, I make sure he truly learned the scout Law.  So, I would break it down for them, pointing out a few things I have picked up in more than half a century since I first learned to recite it.”

A SCOUT IS TRUSTWORTHY

The badge of honesty.  Having it lets you look at any man in the eye.  Lacking it, he won’t look back.  Keep this one at the top of your list.

A SCOUT IS LOYAL

The very work is life itself; for without loyalty we have no love of person or country.

A SCOUT IS HELPFUL

Part sharing, part caring.  By helping each other, we help ourselves; not to mention mankind.  Be always full of help – the dying man’s last words.

A SCOUT IS FRIENDLY

Brotherhood is part of that word.  You can take it in a lot of directions – and do but make sure and start with brotherhood.

A SCOUT IF COURTEOUS

Allow each person his human dignity; which means a lot more than saying, “Yes, ma’am” and “Thank you, sir.”  It reflects an attitude that later in life you wish you had honored more earlier in life.  Save yourself that problem.  Do it now.

A SCOUT IS KIND

This one word could stop wars and erase hatreds.  But it’s like your bicycle, it’s just not good unless you get out and use it.

A SCOUT IS OBEDIENT

Starts at home.  Practice it in your family.  Enlarge it in your friends.  Share it with humanity.

A SCOUT IS CHEERFUL

Anyone can put on a happy face when the going is good.  The secret is to wear it as a mask for your problems.  It might surprise you how many others do the same thing.

A SCOUT IS THRIFTY

Means a lot more than putting pennies away; and it is the opposite of cheap.  Common sense covers it just about as well as anything.

A SCOUT IS BRAVE

You don’t have to fight to be brave.  Millions of good, fine, decent folks show more bravery than heavyweight champs just by getting out of bed every morning. Going out to do a good day’s work, and living the best life they know how against the law of odds.  Keep the work handy every day of your life.

A SCOUT IS CLEAN

Soap and water helps a lot on the outside.  But it is the inside that counts, and don’t ever forget it.

A SCOUT IS REVERENT

Believe in anything that you want to believe in, but keep God at the top of it.  With Him, life can be a beautiful experience.  Without Him, you are just biding time.

John Wayne then thanked those at the dinner for putting his name on the outpost camp and said, “I would rather see it here than on all the theater marquees the world over.”

CHRIS:  I would like to introduce Mr. Dave Langhout to present the Eagle Pledge.

DAVE:  Now for the moment that everyone has been waiting for, the Eagle Scout award presentation.  Would Chris White please come to the stage to present the Eagle awards.

Would Hunter, Cobi and Chase please come up on the stage.

Hunter, Cobi and Chase, you deserve much credit for having achieved Scouting’s highest award.  Wear your award with humility, ever mindful that the Eagle Scout is looked up to as and Example.  May the Scout Oath and Law be your guide for tomorrow and onward.  Would the Honor Guard please escort the parents of the scouts to the stage.

CHRIS:  Hand the Eagle medals to their mothers to pin on their Scouts.

CHRIS:  Hand the mother pins to the Scout to pin on their Mom.

No one will ever know the unnumbered acts of self-sacrifice and helpfulness from the mother of an Eagle Scout which has led to this day.  As the symbol of what these mom’s have made possible, this Court now asks the boys to present their mother a minature Eagle pin.

CHRIS:  Hand the father pins to the Scout to pin on their Dad.

CHRIS:  Also, the father of an Eagle Scout has watched as his son has aged into the young man the he is today.  Hunter, Chase and Cobi’s fathers have done just this.  They watched as each experienced trials and tribulations, and provided them with the appropriate support along the way.

CHRIS:  Eagle Scouts, please escort your parents back to their seats.

CHRIS:  Now at this time they would like to give a few words as a New Eagle Scout,  Hunter you first, then Chase.

JEREMY:  Video

JEREMY:  Would Kurt Crist please come to the stage for the closing.

KURT:  Closing.

JEREMY:  Everyone please rise.  Scout’s Salute.  Color Guard Advance.  Color Guard Retrieve the Colors.  Color Guard dismissed.

Thank you all for coming and please join us for dinner at the gym.
